Registration forms are turned in beginning with the Catholic Schools Week Open House at the 
end of January.  Returning school families have until the end of February to register.  After that, we 
will notify all our newcomers of their enrollment, including any that may be on a waiting list.   

 

No receipts are given at registration and so we ask that the registration fee be paid by check.  
Families are encouraged but not required to use aut omatic funds transfer for tuition payment.  
No extra cost is involved for this.   
 

 Note for newcomers: turning in forms and fees does not guarantee placement; we do not cash 
any check until enrollment is confirmed.  Please review the Admission policies page.

Commitment of Faith  

1. I agree to uphold the Mission of Saint Rita School in its educational function on behalf of Saint Rita 
Catholic Parish. 

2. As a parent or guardian, I agree to model correct moral values to my child(ren) and to support the staff 
as they reflect and teach those values. 

3. If registering as a Catholic parishioner, I agree to nurture my family's faith life through regular 
attendance at liturgy, participation with the faith community, and partnership in the children’s 
preparation for sacraments, their prayer life, and their faith experiences.  

 
Commitment of Time and Service  
I accept these FIVE elements of participation: 
1. SERVICE HOURS: Families work 20 hours of service annually for the school or parish.  All families have 

the option to pay $10 per hour ($200) as additional tuition, in lieu of service.   
2. BINGO:   Families must work as scheduled for BINGO, separate from service hours, with the understanding 

that fines for non-participation are considered as owed tuition.   
3. FUNDRAISING:  All families must participate in annual fundraising projects that maintain and improve the 

school, or must donate a set amount directly to buy-out of participation. 
4. COMMUNICATION:  Families must cooperate to maintain lines of communication by reading the weekly 

newsletters, by attending conferences, meetings, etc., as requested, and by contacting school and staff 
when there are concerns and questions.                                                                                                                                                         

5. POLICIES: Registered families agree to be bound by school and parish policies as published in the School 
Handbook, available in hard copy and online.                                                                                                                                                                                     

 
Commitment of Financial Responsibility  
1. I commit myself to payment in full of all tuition and fees as shown on the back of this form.  FAMILIES MAY 

SIGN UP FOR AUTOMATIC FUNDS TRANSFER, USING THE SPE CIAL FORM ATTACHED, ONLY 
UNTIL JUNE 15.  

2. I understand that if tuition is not paid according to the agreement, I will not receive report cards or other 
records until matters are resolved with the parish business office.  I further understand that non-payment of 
tuition may result in student exclusion at the semester, or non-admission for the following school year.  
Finally, I understand that fines or payments owed to other school or parish programs may hold up receipt of 
reports and records, as well. 

3. If registering as a Catholic parishioner and thereby receiving a lower tuition rate, I understand that payment 
of tuition MUST BE accompanied by regular financial support of the parish, according to the family’s 
means.   

 
Financial Note:  Tuition assistance Grants for short-term need are available, with these restrictions:         
1) assistance is available only to registered parishioners and to returning/continuing school families;  2) the 
amount of assistance will not exceed 40% of tuition owed; 3) grants are not planned to exceed two years in a 
row.

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Admission of Students   �!���	���
�����  
 

Saint Rita School serves parish members and other families seeking a faith-centered program of 
spiritual and academic growth for children.  The School will not discriminate in admitting students with 
respect to race, nationality, or religion, except as impacted by the priority list below.   The school 
reserves the right to deny admission to, or accept with conditions, students with exceptional physical, 
emotional, or educational needs, or behavioral difficulties. (See Policies for upper grades, and 
Probation, back side of page.)  All students must meet Wisconsin immunization requirements.   
 

Students entering the school may be tested to establish performance level.  ALL incoming 
kindergartners will be screened to assure readiness.  A form is included with registration giving 
permission for testing. 
 

The school will expect that all students and families accept and participate in the religious mission 
and training that are part of the parish school's function, whether or not they are practicing Catholics.  
No exceptions are made from liturgy attendance, prayer time, lesson requirements, and grading in 
religion.  Non-Catholic students are not expected to receive Communion at Mass or to prepare for 
and receive sacraments. 
 

School families are expected to support the school through timely tuition payment, participation in 
BINGO and school service, and through annual fundraising.   
 

Registration Priority 
Registration for each upcoming school year begins in January.  Registration is not considered 
complete until the contract, forms, and fee are turned into the school office.  Submission of forms and 
fees does not guarantee placement.  Families are notified of confirmed enrollment; checks are not 
deposited until enrollment is confirmed.      
 

Preference for registration will be given in the fo llowing order : * 
1. Children already enrolled. 
2. Brothers and sisters of already attending students. 
3. Children of parishioners.  One point will be awarded for each year the parent or legal guardian has 

been registered with the parish.   An additional point will be given to those families who have used 
the CARES four year old preschool program.  

4. Children of Catholics registered at another parish. 
5. CARES students who are not Catholics or parish members. 
6. All others. 
 

* Lines  #1 and #2 have preference through the month of February; returning families may lose this 
preference in the case of delayed or late enrollment.  In the case of a waiting list, preference will be 
given first by earliest parish registration date, and second, on a first registered basis.   
 

Kindergarten Enrollment 
 

Children enrolled for Kindergarten must be five years of age before September 1 of the enrolling 
school year.  School policy does not permit early admission of kindergartners except under very 
unusual and specific circumstances. 
 

A screening test to indicate readiness will be administered before the school year begins (usually in 
May-June).  Kindergartners are on probationary status pending the screening test, and also for at 
least the first semester, to determine maturity and readiness.

Admissions (side two) 
 
Admission of Students to Grades 6,7,8 
 
There are special qualifications for admission of new students in Grade 6, 7, and 8.  The expectation 
is that our middle school students have a high level of preparation, knowledge, study skills, 
responsibility, and ability to stay on task.  The needs of the already-existing peer group will be a 
strong consideration in accepting newcomers.  That is, we must expect newcomers to be an asset to 
the class, to avoid a loss in education for other students. 
 
1. Students with average or higher academic and behavior records, and no record of problems, will 

be admitted and expected to pass the probationary period.  For Grade 8, only this #1 criterion will 
be considered. The interest of the class as a whole guides this policy since Gr.8 is the final year.  
The previous school may be contacted to verbally confirm information and records.   

2. Gr. 6-7 students cannot be admitted if there is a record of multi-subject failure, behavioral/social 
issues, or learning problems requiring specialized personnel.  The school is not adequately staffed 
to assist with exceptional needs.  The interest of the students already in the class must be 
considered first. 

3. The decision to admit a Gr. 6-7 student with marginal (D-level) records will include special 
probation and close monitoring of performance, with immediate termination of enrollment if the 
student cannot manage in our school's setting.  The interest of the class as a whole, and the best 
interests of that student, will guide decisions to keep or terminate enrollment at this level.  

 
 

Probationary Status of All New Students  
   
All students entering Saint Rita School will be on probation through at least the first semester, 
pending receipt and examination of records, assessment by teachers, and testing, if needed. If the 
family registering a child withholds information or provides false information that may affect our ability 
to successfully educate the child, the child’s enrollment will be terminated.  In the event of discovery 
that the school cannot serve a student because of exceptional needs or other problems, during the 
probation time, the decision of the principal, in consultation with the Pastor, is final. 
 
 
Class Sizes  
 
Maximum class size is 30.   
 
Exception: In the event of new enrollment of several children from one family, the maximum of 30 
may be exceeded in a classroom, if there are less than 30 children (space available) in the other 
classes.   The ultimate limit, in such cases, is 32 children. 
 
Example: In a family enrolling three children, if we have classroom spaces for two of the children, we 
would make the exception to class size for the third child, unless it would exceed 32 in the class.

Kindergarten Information  
Saint Rita School 

 
Here is information for those registering for our kindergarten program.  Please call the school office 
(639-3333) or e-mail principal@st-ritas.org   if you have any questions.  We provide a wonderful 
kindergarten experience and we want you to be comfortable in joining our school family. 
 

�  Curriculum/Program  Our kindergarten program features all the academic subject areas: religion, 
phonics-based and literature-based language arts, mathematics, social studies, science, art, 
music, and physical education.  Beyond academic readiness skills there is a focus on small and 
large-motor skill development, socialization, emergent self-discipline, individual and group work, 
and listening.  We use approved Kindergarten-level texts, literature, story-telling, enrichment 
materials, manipulatives, unit exploration, and technology/computer use to bring learning alive.  

 

�  Program Times The kindergarten students follow the same schedule as the other grades.  
Current line-up time is 8:15am, “homeroom”/prayer time is 8:25, class begins at 8:30 (tardy time), 
lunch is 11:05-11:45, and dismissal is 3:20pm.  The kindergarten has three recess periods, mid-
morning, lunch, and mid-afternoon.    

 

�  Back-to-School   In mid-August, all families receive a back-to-school packet with a calendar, 
supply list, and information for the new school year.  The school updates the Handbook and 
Family Directory for the Open House night in mid-September. 

 

�  Clothing  School uniforms are required for kindergartners.  A uniform summary is in this packet 
and complete policies are in the School Handbook.  Kindergartners must also follow the 
appearance guidelines for clothing styles, footwear, accessories, etc.   

 

�  Lunch/Snack  Hot Lunch is available, or students may bring lunch from home.  Milk, water, fruit, 
juice, and other items are also available a la carte.  The Hot Lunch program works on a ticket 
system, $35 for a 20-lunch pass, and $15 for a 30-item pass for the a la carte items.  There is 
snack time in class.  Students may bring a nourishing snack item or may purchase fruit, etc. using 
the a la carte pass.     

 

�  Bus / Day Care   If you live within the St. Rita Parish busing area, your kindergartner is eligible for 
busing.  The public school district handles all questions about busing (631-7138).  The parish’s 
CARES program is available for day care, before and after school supervision, and vacation care.  
That number is 639-1889.  All children should be registered with CARES, in case of emergency.  

 

�  Records Needed   A copy of your child’s official birth certificate is needed to confirm that your 
child will be 5 years old before September 1 of this year.  It must be on file for registration to be 
final.  A certificate of Baptism is needed if your child will participate in sacramental programs in 
later grades.  We must also have written official record that your kindergartner is up to date on all 
immunizations.  Finally, all kindergartners should have their first vision screening (form attached). 
See your pediatrician for needed assistance with the medical requirements.   

 

�  Class Sizes   The class size limit for all grades including Kindergarten is 30.  There is an assistant 
for the teachers in Grades K, 1, and 2.  

 

�  School Visits   Visitors are welcome.  You may call and set an appointment to see the school, 
and/or attend the prospective family orientation in January (see the special flyer).   

 

�  Entrance Testing   We use a kindergarten-screening test, usually scheduled for you in early June.  
You will be notified of a time and date for this.  There is no special preparation needed for this 
test, which measures maturity and readiness for school, and not the academic level. 



 

BINGO and Service Hours / Volunteers at School   
 

Service Hours Requirement  
 
     The school requires 20 hours of school or parish service from each family annually, as 
part of the parent contract for tuition commitment. Families may elect to pay added tuition in 
lieu of this requirement.  If the family does not complete 20 hours of service by mid-May of the 
school year the hours not worked are assessed as tuition, at $10 per hour not worked and 
must be paid.  (Families registering mid-year will be assigned fewer service hours.)   
 
     The school publishes an extensive list of service opportunities in the School Handbook 
and most families find friendship and fun working for school and parish activities, committees, 
and events. 
 
BINGO 
 
     Families registered at school are required to participate on a rotating schedule in BINGO 
setup and BINGO session work.  BINGO is scheduled for the first and third Sundays of each 
month. Schedules are published and distributed to families through the church office.  
Families who do not participate, for any reason, are fined (this is added to tuition balance), 
because this work is necessary to support the school's function.  Families who need 
substitutes must arrange for this on their own.  Note: Since the schedule is made annually, 
those registering midyear will not be on the current schedule but will be rotated in the 
following year. 
       BINGO work is not the same as school service, and cannot be counted with the 20 hours 
of service due.  However, families who work extra BINGO sessions beyond the scheduled 
times, as substitutes or coordinators, may count the work as school service.  
 

VOLUNTEERS 
 
     Parents, guardians, or friends of the school are encouraged to volunteer their time to 
assist with school needs: supervision at lunch time, help in the library and computer 
laboratory, committee membership, hospitality, and other events.  Our school also needs 
room parents, office assistants, and tutors in basic skills, in and out of the classroom.  Contact 
the office for information; we have an extensive listing of volunteer opportunities available.  
Volunteers who work in the school are governed by the same expectations as the staff for 
caring and effective interaction with students.  Volunteers are not expected to supervise large 
groups of students without staff assistance.  Volunteers will be asked to undertake a three-
hour training session called “Safeguarding All God’s Family” for child-issues awareness.   
 

Volunteers and visitors at school are asked to sign  in and out at the office, and 
to wear an identification badge. 
 
 



Uniform Dress and Appearance Code   
This is a two-sided Summary of the full policies found in the School handbook. 

 
Information and Philosophy  
We require uniform appearance in all grades, K to 8, to enhance the educational process.  Uniforms are also convenient 
and economical.  The school reserves the right to interpret uniform policies in individual cases.  Changes, additions, and 
reminders may be published in the school newsletter.  Some used uniform items are available; contact the office. 
 

Student General Appearance Policy  

�  Students must be neat, clean, modest, and well groomed each day, including non-uniform days.   
�  Worn, badly faded, or torn clothing is not acceptable.   
�  Shoes must be sturdy, with non-slip soles.  Athletic shoes are recommended for daily wear.  Tie shoes must be tied / 

fastened at all times.  Sandals, high heeled shoes, platform shoes or clogs are not appropriate for school for any 
grade level, on any day. 

�  Haircuts must be neat and non-distracting.  Bangs or other styling should allow full vision and cannot be lower than 
the eyebrows. NO hair color or highlights, no shaved designs.  Ethnic styling okay within reason. 

�  Jewelry, etc.-Students are restricted from wearing showy jewelry, such as large or multiple rings, earrings, bracelets, 
necklaces.  Simple jewelry is allowed, one small earring per ear.  No tattoos are allowed--real or applied. 

�  Any item of apparel including outerwear, or personal appearance, which suggests or relates to gang affiliation or 
undesirable attitude cannot be permitted. 

�  Students are not to carry phones, wallets on chains, bunches of keys, purses, or other bulky personal possessions, to 
school or to class. (Girls who require personal hygiene items are to store them in their school bags.)  NO electronic 
game, cell phone, or music source is allowed.  

�  Since some are sensitive to strong odors, we discourage use of cologne or other strong fragrance. 
 

     Other restrictions appear separately in the separat e boys' and girls' sections below.   Warm weather u niform, 
cold weather wear, gym clothing, and special out-of -uniform days are discussed following the uniform s ections. 
 

Consequences for Uniform/Appearance Violations:  
Students will first receive one or more verbal reminders.  For continued violations, depending on age, a note or call to 
home, behavior check, even detention, may be appropriate.  For very young students we directly contact the parent.   
 

For a severe violation that distracts others and the learning environment, or if a child is truly not dressed for the weather, 
parent/guardian will be called and will be required to bring appropriate clothing or assist with correction.  Ultimate 
consequences for uniform violations follow the school's regular discipline policies.  Parents / Guardians must accept 
responsibility for the child's cleanliness, appeara nce, and clothing for indoor and outdoor activities .   

 

Please avoid purchasing uniform clothing or other i tems that may "push the envelope," since such 
mistakes may be expensive and useless for school we ar.  The two items causing the most issues: non-uni form 
pant styles with “jeans” detailing; and socks with insufficient cuff length. 

 
 

UNIFORM DRESS CODE FOR BOYS (summary) 

�  Slacks: solid navy blue or tan, plain uniform trouser style only, no stitched-on pockets, no metal tacks. 
�  Shirts: plain knit polo shirt or turtleneck in red, white, navy, or forest (dark) green.  Short/long sleeves. Undershirt must 

be white. 
�  Sweatshirt/Sweater:  Official school sweatshirt; no other sweatshirts.  Plain knitted sweater in red, white, navy, forest 

green also permitted.   
�  Socks: MUST cover the ankle generously: white, red, navy, dark green, tan.  No designs or logos. 
 
Restrictions for Boys  

�  No off-colors or shades for shirts, true color tones only as listed.  Multiple shirts may not be “layered.” 
�  Faded shirts should be retired. 
�  Sweater or official sweatshirt must be worn OVER regular shirt so shirt collar shows.   
�  Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 
�  Wearing of an earring is discouraged; male students may wear a single earring in one or both ears if it is a very small 

stud or tiny ring (no hanging types at all). 
�  No hair styles that completely cover the eyebrows.

UNIFORM DRESS CODE FOR GIRLS 

�  Jumpers (Gr. 1-5), or skirts (Gr. 6-8), purchased at Sunrise Clothiers in South Milwaukee in the official St. Rita School 
plaid.  Skirt must be modest length (no more than 1-2 inches above the knee) and worn at the waist. 

�  Slacks: solid navy blue or tan plain uniform trouser style only.  No double-stitched seams, no metal tacks, no stitched-
on pockets, no flared legs, no low-riding waist bands.  Standard trousers. 

�  Shirts: plain knit polo shirt or turtleneck in red, white, navy, or forest (dark) green.  Short/long sleeves. Multiple shirts 
may not be “layered.” Undershirts must be white. 

�  Sweatshirt / Sweater: Official school sweatshirts only.  Plain knitted sweater in red, white, navy, forest green is also 
permitted. 

�  Socks: MUST have a cuff sufficient to cover the ankle completely: white, red, navy, forest green, tan.  No designs or 
logos.  Knee-highs, tights, fitted leggings (for under skirts only) in the same uniform colors are also allowed.     

 
 Restrictions for Girls  

�  No off colors or tones for shirts or sweaters, true colors as listed only.   No ribbed or ruffled styling. 
�  Sweater or official sweatshirt must be worn OVER regular shirt, not alone, with collar showing. 
�  Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 
�  Girls may wear shorts under skirts in lieu of a slip.  
�  Hair decoration MUST coordinate with uniform colors. No hair styles that cover the eyebrows or impede vision. 
�  One earring only in each ear permitted, nothing larger/longer than the size of a dime.  
�  No colored nail polish; no makeup; upper grade girls may use coverage products for troubled skin.

Suitable uniform clothing items are also available at department and children's clothing stores and Land’s End online but 
PLEASE check style and color carefully. 
 
WARM WEATHER SPECIAL UNIFORM POLICY:   Shorts Polic y 
    From the start of school until Sept. 30, and beginning May 1 until school’s end, students may wear solid color modest-
length uniform style trouser-type walk shorts or girls’ skorts/scooters (split-skirts) in navy or tan.  The length MUST be 
near or at the knee, but neither below the knee nor too short.     
 
SNOWY / RAINY WEATHER WEAR  
     Students must be dressed appropriately for cold or rainy weather.  Students wear or bring rain gear for protection in 
wet weather, especially when we must walk to church.  In snowy weather, students must bring boots for the playground in 
order to be allowed to move around.  Students are not allowed to play in the snow unless they have boots, snowpants, 
and other needed protective clothing. Families are encouraged to send extra socks, mittens, and/or slacks in case 
students get them wet during recess. 
     We must contact parents or guardians at work if students do not have inappropriate outerwear.  Parents/guardians 
should take responsibility to insist children come equipped for cold weather play.   
     Note: We have indoor recesses in rainy weather or w hen temperature or wind chill is below zero (F).   
 
OUT-OF-UNIFORM DAYS 
     The school sponsors some out-of-uniform days (OOU) during the school year.  The newsletter or special notice will 
announce such dates along with any necessary restrictions or suggestions for out-of-uniform clothing.  Jeans are o.k.  NO 
sleeveless, tanks, scoop necks or backs, low-rider pants, shortie tops(raise arms, bend over; if skin shows it’s a no-no.).  
NO T-shirt slogans that are negative in any way.   All OOU clothing must be modest and appropriate for a Catholic school.  
Other general appearance rules, especially for shoes, are the same as always.   
     OOU days are always an option, not required.  School uniform is always correct. 
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION DRESS CODE  

�  Students are to have appropriate athletic shoes (no hikers or platform styles) for Physical Education classes.   
�  Students in Grades 4-8  change clothes for PE and need athletic-style T-shirt, sweatshirt, shorts, sweatpants 

(depending on temperatures) for every gym class.  Launder regularly.  
�  Students in Gr. K-1-2-3 wear large white T-shirts over their regular uniform or clothing.  Their first name should be 

printed, large, in permanent ink, across the front.   
�  Students must have correct PE clothing; older children may be given a behavior check or lowered grade for 

incorrect dress.   



 

Our Hot Lunch Program 
 
 
Saint Rita School has a daily hot lunch program for students, with several features: 
 
�  There are two trays offered daily: a regular hot lunch entrée including milk; OR a salad lunch tray 

including milk.  The lunch program follows state guidelines for weekly nutritional balance, but the 
focus is on the students’ favorite entrees, to assure the students will eat. 

 
�  Extra milk and a la carte snack items including snack bags and bars, bottled water, juice boxes, 

fruit, other items, are also sold. 
 
�  Students may bring lunch from home if desired. 
 
�  We do not permit soda pop for lunch or any other canned beverage. 
 
�  Packaged and fresh fruit are also offered at the morning snack time. 
 
 
Both the hot lunch and the a la carte items are sold using two kinds of lunch tickets : 
  
1. The lunch tray ticket (for the regular entree or  salad tray) is $35 for a 20-meal ticket.  ($1.75 

per lunch) 
2. The milk and a la carte items are on one ticket,  $15 for 30 items.  (50 cents each) 
 
Families order and pay for either or both of these tickets by sending a check to school in a marked 
envelope.  When a ticket is nearly used up the family is notified to purchase another.  (Unused ticket 
items are carried over to the next year.) 
 
Each morning, the children sign up if they want to order lunch or if they need their milk/ala carte 
ticket.  In an emergency the kitchen staff will feed a hungry child who has no ticket, but they expect 
payment promptly, they will not do regular lunch business in cash, and they reserve the right to 
substitute other food to non-paying children if they run out of the entree. 
 
A menu for the hot lunch program is sent out monthly.  Occasionally there is an extra treat served 
such as nachos, hot pretzel, sundae, etc.  These and their cost are on the calendar as well.  For 
these items, students who do not have an ala carte pass may pay in cash.  
 
The kitchen staff will respond to notes sent, and families may try the phone in the gym (898-7695) 
between 10 and 11:30, or between 12:30 and 1.  Since this phone is outside the kitchen area it may 
ring many times before the staff can reach it, so be patient. 
 
 
Families who may be eligible for reduced prices or free lunch, because of financial issues, 
should contact the kitchen staff by note as early i n the school year as possible.  All families 
will receive information about this available progr am, near the start of the school year.
